Expanding supply of affordable units
The Department implemented payment standards between 90% and 110% in areas where market rents were high
and there is high demand for rental units it can be challenging for a voucher holder to find a unit.  Increased
FMRs will aid in areas where voucher holders have had difficulty in finding acceptable units or affording units in
more desirable areas.  Higher FMRs provide additional choices and opportunities to tenants in highly competitive
rental markets.  In areas where market rents are higher than 110%, poverty levels are lower, schools are better
and there are more opportunities for employment.  Ensuring that a household’s voucher provides enough assis-
tance to house them and the vouchers is not over-subsidized.

Utility Payment Schedules (HCV)
The policy regarding utility payment schedules was modified to include HUD’s mandated language under the ad-
ministrative streamlining guidance. The established utility allowance schedule is used in determining family
share and the Departments subsidy. The Department is using the appropriate utility allowance for the lesser of the
size of dwelling unit actually leased by a family or the voucher size issued for which the family qualifies using
the Departments subsidy standards.
In cases where the unit size leased exceeds the family’s unit size as determined under subsidy standards as a re-
sult of a reasonable accommodation, the Department will use the utility allowance for the size of the dwelling
unit actually leased by the family.

These factors include how much a household spends on

housing costs, the physical condition of housing and whether or not the household is overcrowded.

An excess cost burden is identified when a household pays more than 30 percent of its gross income for

housing costs. When so much is spent on housing, other basic household needs may suffer.

The measure of physical inadequacy is the number of units lacking complete kitchen and/ or plumbing

facilities. While this is not a complete measures of physical inadequacy, the lack of plumbing and/ or kitchen

facilities can serve as a strong indication of one type of housing inadequacy.

Overcrowded housing conditions may occur when a residence accommodates more than one person per

each room in the dwelling. Overcrowding may indicate a general lack of affordable housing in a community

where households have been forced to share space, either because other housing units are not available or

because the units are too expensive.
